The Symposium will include oral presentations and poster session. The working language is English. A Proceedings book will be published prior to the Symposium. 

Deadline for registration and abstract submission: March 01, 2019.
Abstracts and registration forms must be submitted electronically through the following form: https://msu-botany.ru/conf-lotova2019/#form.
Abstracts must be in English. Extended abstracts are welcome, but should not exceed 12000 characters with spaces (including title, authors, references and figure captions). The name of the presenting author should be underlined. Use Times New Roman, 12 pt, spacing 1.5. Only plant names should be italicized. Files should be saved in Microsoft Word compatible format and named according to surname of the presenting author. Figures (when necessary) should not be inserted in the manuscript. Each figure should be sent as a separate file in TIFF format, resolution 600 dpi (for grayscale images) or 1200 dpi (for black and white images), LZW compression, named according to surname of the presenting author and the figure number. Color figures will not be accepted.
